new R&D in the fields of computers, software, communication, electronic devices, electronic circuits, electrical
apparatus, and measurement and control to address the changes in our society.

The doctoral program in Information Science and Technology welcomes students who have deep
understanding of fundamental theories including mathematics and relevant specialized knowledge, and
aspire to the following:

- Leaders who blaze the trail in the future highly sophisticated information society understanding the demands of
society and industry;

- Persons who continuously cultivate their own R&D capabilities through active interactions and interchanges of ideas
with people from different sectors.

Persons who have completed their formal education by taking correspondence courses through non-Japanese

universities, an educational institution which received the designation of Article 156.3 in Enforcement

Regulations for the School Education Law, or the United Nations University, who have passed an examination

or a screening equivalent to the regulations by Article 16.2 in Standards for the Establishment of Graduate

Schools, and who are recognized to have an academic ability equivalent to Master’s degree holders by the

Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering.

Persons who have qualifications approved by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and

Technology of Japan.

A) Persons who, after graduating from universities, have engaged for two or more years in research at
universities or research institutes, and have been recognized to have an academic ability equivalent to
Master’s degree holders. This recognition is given by the Graduate School of Information Science and
Electrical Engineering, Kyushu University, on the basis of their previous research.

B) Persons who, after finishing 16 years of academic education through correspondence courses run by
foreign educational establishments, have engaged for two or more years in research at universities or
research institutes and have been recognized to have an academic ability equivalent to Master’s degree
holders. This recognition is given by the Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical
Engineering, Kyushu University, on the basis of their previous research.

Persons who are evaluated by individual screenings of requirements for admission conducted by the Graduate

School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering, Kyushu University to have an academic ability

equivalent to or surpassing that of the Master’s degree holders or Professional degree holders, and are at least



24 years of age as of October 1, 2026 .
<Note> Those who intend to apply in accordance with qualification (7) or (8) must undergo a preliminary screening
of application qualifications. Please be sure to submit the required documents during the designated period in

accordance with “9. Individual Evaluation of Academic Requirements”.
4. Application Procedures

Applicants must access the Graduate School Entrance Examination Online Application System (hereinafter
referred to as the "Application System"), create an account, and enter the required information into the Application
System.

Prepare the documents listed in "5. Application Documents" in advance and upload them to the Application
System.

Applicants must confirm on the “Application Status / Result Confirmation” page of the Online Application
System that the Application Status is marked as “Submitted” and the Application is marked as “Completed.” If both
of these items are not marked as “Completed,” the application has not been finalized. In such cases, applicants must
review their registration information and complete the application without fail.

(https//www.isee.kyushu-u.ac.jp/e/admissions_doctor.html) around the start date of
the application periods specified in “8. Application Period (Application System Entry Period)”

5. Application Documents

1) Academic Papers: If you have research achievements, enter a summary in the online Application System. Then,
upload a PDF of the academic papers (copies), or in the case of research presentations, upload the presentation
papers, abstracts, or summaries (in any format) to the online Application System..

2) Research plan: Describe a detailed research plan to be undertaken after entrance. (Use A4 size sheets, portrait
style. Any format is acceptable. Length is limited to 2 pages including figures and tables.) Convert the file to
PDF and upload it to the Application System.

3) Certificate of (expected) completion of program or Diploma: Must have been issued by the educational
institution whose program the applicant completed most recently. Convert the file to PDF(color preferred
monochrome acceptable) and upload it to the Application System. Applicants who are expected to complete a
master’s program must submit the certificate of completion by the end of September. In case you are unable to
submit it, You will no longer be eligible for admission. If there is a possibility that you cannot submit it, please
refer to “9. Individual Evaluation of Academic Requirements”. As the original documents must be submitted
at the time of enrollment procedures, please make sure to prepare the originals in advance.Applicants who are
continuing from this graduate school's master’s program are not required to submit them at the time of

application or enrollment procedures.

It should
be a front-facing, upper-body shot without a hat, with an aspect ratio of 4:3 (height:width),and in color. Please
be aware that only PNG or JPG file formats are accepted for uploads in the Application System. Please note
that photo data will be used on the examination admission slip and for identity verification on the exam day;
therefore, edited or altered images are not permitted.If the applicant cannot be properly identified from the
submitted photo, the application may be disqualified.

If any falsification of application documents is discovered at a later date, the applicant may be

disqualified, or his/her admission may be revoked even after enrollment.
